Students successfully completing all lectures and water work will be qualified to receive an
international PADI, SEI and/or CMAS Open Water Certification, which does not expire and
needs no renewal. This certification is valid worldwide for buying air, renting dive gear and
participating in group dive expeditions.

A dive trip to Grand Cayman Island is offered monthly at the end of each course for those
who would like to complete their open water dives in the ultimate dive environment. Trips
leave DC on Fridays; you may return as early as Sunday or stay as long as you wish.
